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Our approach

Haakon Ellingsen AS has for a long time focused on
having the least possible environmental impact, and
we were certified in accordance with ISO 14001 in
2012. To further reinforce our commitment, we were
certified as Environmental Lighthouse at our locations
in Baerum and Agotnes in 2022.

We commit to the UN's Sustainable Development
Goals and the EU's ambitious climate goal of NetZero
in 2050.

As part of this work, we have now collected data and
reported climate accounts in accordance with the
GHG protocol for 2021 and 2022. We are now ready to
set reduction targets until 2030, and work on measures
to achieve these.

Climate impacts and Greenhouse
Gas (GHG) Emissions

Our climate statement is based on the Greenhouse
Gas (GHG) protocol.

The protocol divides emissions into three scopes, and
our climate accounts for 2021 and 2022 are calculated
based on the following emission sources:

Scope 1: - Number of kilometers for owned and
leased vehicles

Scope 2: - Power consumption (kWh) at our
locations

Scope 3: - Flights (tC0O2)

- Business trips (driving allowance km)
- All types of waste (kg)

- Transport of goods from suppliers
and manufacturers to us (tonnes - km)
- Water consumption

Performance

Our total footprint for 2022 is 10742 tonnes of CO2,
and our largest emission sources are Energy (scope 2)
and Transport (scope 3). Going forward, we will work
with measures to reduce, eliminate and compensate
for emissions that we can influence.

On the way to 2050, we have set ourselves the following
interim goals for 2030%:

Reduce fuel consumption by 20%

Reduce energy consumption by 20%

Reduce food waste by 30%

Increase the proportion of source sorting to 90%

Actions

As a small supplier company to the energy market in
Norway (primarily oil and gas), we cannot influence
the large complex social drivers, but we can do our bit
for sustainable solutions at our micro level.

We want to reduce emissions in connection with both
inbound and outbound transport as much as possible,
and use shipping agents who focus on low emissions.
We have also entered into an agreement that electric
cars and trucks will be used where this is possible.

When it comes to flights, we will continuously assess
the need to travel physically, or whether the meeting
can be held digitally.

We will set tougher requirements for our suppliers
in terms of environmentally friendly production and
transport.

#2022 is to be considered the first full year of operation with normal activity,
